
By the end of 2021, at least 65.5% (9.17 million) of 

the entire Palestinian people worldwide (14 million) 

were forcibly displaced persons. Among them 

were at least 8.36 million Palestinian refugees and 

812,000 internally displaced persons (IDPs).

Most Palestinian refugees (approximately 79%) 

live outside UNRWA’s 58 camps. The majority of 

the refugees still live within 100 km of the borders 

of historic Palestine, where their homes of origin 

are located.
